Fundraiser Commitment Policy
In an effort to keep contract costs down, and to make certain that fundraising is fair to all members, the Tri-County Figure Skating Club Board has instituted the following fundraising policy:

All members will be required to participate in the Club fundraising activities.  If a member chooses, she/he may buy-out of any activity.  

In 2008-2009, each member will be expected to earn a total of $200 for the club through three major fundraisers:

1) Donut sales (buy-out = $50)

2) Poinsettia sales (buy-out = $75)

3) One additional fundraiser TBD (buy-out = $75)


If any member earns more than $200, any excess may be credited toward that skater’s ice bill.

Parents may be asked to help play music for our skaters during ice sessions.  This is especially important as competitions draw near.  
Volunteers will also be needed to help run the Concession stand during the Farmington Spring Festival and with our annual TCFSC Test Session and Exhibition.
